Abstract: Descriptive theories coevolve with descriptive language. More
specifically, empirical inquiry typically involves semantic invention,
discard, and drift. I consider here generalizations of Lewis-Skyrms
signaling games that might be taken as very simple evolutionary models for
empirical knowledge. Such models allow for the coevolution of both
linguistic and predictive dispositions from initially random behavior.
